
 
 

 
 

 
 
Andrew Edlin Gallery presents concurrent solo exhibitions for Janet Sobel (1893-1968) and 
Pearl Blauvelt (1893-1987), two female self-taught artists born in the same year. Though both 
women were making art in the 1940s, they came from vastly different backgrounds and 
achieved art world recognition in the opposite manner. Sobel received critical attention during 
her lifetime at the epicenter of New York cultural circles, while Blauvelt created in complete 
anonymity, her drawings only discovered years after her death. Both artists currently have work 
on view in the recently completed rehanging of the Museum of Modern Art in New York. 
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
