Before he died in 1993, Carroll Cloar fashioned a flat, colorful clarity in
images of simple figures set in American situations — schools, the road, and

Part of a great flowering of so-called regional artists, Cloar showed his
artwork in New York and created over 800 lucid pictures in his lifetime.
